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Introduction:
Congratulations! You and three other students have been selected to go on a trip to Spain or Mexico during your spring break. On your return you will be writing about your adventures for the student newspaper, as well as creating a country’s brochure. You will have the opportunity to choose which country you will visit and what you will do while you are there. Since your time is limited, you will need to choose an itinerary that will let you explore the best cultural, historical, shopping and entertainment opportunities the country has to offer. ¡Buen Viaje! 
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Task:
· As a group, narrow your choice to one country that interests you. If you think the country is large, you may also need to select a specific area of that country. (Ex: México - choose one of the states, like Puebla, Zapotecas, Oaxaca; España- Madrid, Barcelona etc.) Then choose the city or cities you will visit.

· Go to the sites listed below and explore. Take notes so you can keep track of the information you have found.

· After you have gathered all the required information, create the travel brochure. Be sure to include all important information about the country.

Guidelines
1. Make your brochure eye catching as well as informative.

2. Keep information user friendly - create a desire to come and explore the many facets of your country.

3. The final product must be typed/word processed.

4. Your brochure should include appropriate pictures or graphics to enhance your presentation.

5. Equally divide the workload among the team members. Everyone must be involved in the research and development process. Each person should be responsible for 4 categories. 

6. Each person should find and choose at least 1 picture or graphic for each of the four sections they are covering.

7. Complete source log sheets and a working bibliography page for all resources used.

8. You cannot download all information found at a site. You can copy and paste appropriate information onto your Word file for rewriting. 

9. Final print copy should be in your own words.

10.  Complete role sheets for each person. Write brief journal entry as to what each person does each day. 

Roles:
First of all, you will need to divide up the work so no one has to do too much. Here's a list of what each club officer needs to do:

· Student Uno: will make the travel arrangements and take care of the travel logistics such as how to get a passport, what the local currency and current rate of exchange is, and if there are any time zone changes. 

· Student Dos: to find out about the geography and climate and provide a basic "what to pack" list so everyone will know what type of clothing and other gear to bring. 

· Student Tres: is in charge of choosing shopping and entertainment activities, including souvenir suggestions based on the specialties of that country. 

· Student Cuatro: is responsible for researching the historical and cultural sites of the country and choosing the specific places you will visit on your trip.
Process 
For your team's country assignment, create a colorful, informative and dazzling brochure that will appeal to a variety of people which includes:

1. Country overview. Brief summary of the country with highlights

2. Climate and weather conditions for various times of the year.

3. Accommodations from hotels to campgrounds & Transportation

4. Arts & Culture from museums to theaters to Science and Nature

5. Food from fancy restaurants to food stalls on the street

6. Outdoor Recreation (from sports to parks and beaches) and Entertainment

7. Historic Sites

8. Map showing sites to visit

9. Shopping (best buys for this country)

10. Insider Travel Tips 

11. Travel Advisory

12. Pictures/Graphics
