General expectations:

2. Be prepared!  Bring your notebook, Spanish materials and a WRITING UTENSIL to every class. 
3. Follow classroom rules and all instructions the first time they are given.  Disruptive and/or discourteous behavior will not be tolerated. 
4. Please raise your hand if you want to speak.
5. Please treat others with respect and courtesy at all times.

Consequences:

1. Verbal warning and the payment of Euros (see participation)

Participation:


Participation is essential when learning a new language because you learn through listening and involving yourself in the conversation.  You will receive Euros for participation in discussions, giving correct answers and/or for working constructively on classroom activities.

Everyday each student has the opportunity to earn or lose Euros.  At the end of each period, I collect and record your earnings and your participation grade is based on 3 Euros = 100%, 2 Euros=66 %, 1 Euro=33 % for your participation grade.  If you received more than 3 Euros, it becomes extra credit (A++)…..that’s great!!

Homework:

*All homework is due at the beginning of the period to receive full credit.  

*Completed “late” assignments can be turned in for half credit. 
*Failure to turn in completed assignments results in a 0%.

Absences:


If you are absent or miss class due to band, chorus or any other reason, it is YOUR responsibility to make up missed work if you want to receive full credit.  PLEASE SEE ME PERSONALLY ASAP during 9th period or after class for a personalized due date.  If no contact is made with me and work is not made up, missed assignments are zeros.

Grading Policy:

Grades are not weighted.  One Euro = one test point = one homework point, etc…  The grade scale is the same as the school’s grade scale (A = 92%-100% etc…)
