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Study Skills tips


How to help your child study for Spanish class or test.


Determine what the class has covered or what the test will cover and organize all study materials. The grade for each chapter is divided into three major evaluations:


Comprehension quiz: about the content of the chapter.


Activity: based on the info. On the chapter.


Vocab. Quiz: based on the vocab. Words.


Schedule time for studying. Your child should study everyday for at least 10 min. to make sure that enough time has been allowed for the test.


Use study techniques. You can use the following techniques or you can create your own to help your child study more successfully.


Have your child write important info. or vocab. words on index cards. The process of writing the info. or words is going to help your child get familiar with words. Later, these words can be used to review for the test.


Review with your child the vocab. and their meanings.


Ask your child what the  chapter  is about, the characters, and questions about the content. This will tell you whether your child has a clear comprehension of the info. in the chapter.
